Trees for Salmon

Purchase a Living Christmas Tree from Swansons Nursery and help the Piper’s Creek Salmon Habitat. This holiday season, Swansons is teaming up with the Carkeek Park Environmental Learning Center to help the ongoing effort to bring healthy salmon habitat back to Piper’s Creek, our neighborhood watershed. Restoring native forest diversity maintains the dependence wild plants and animals have for each other.  When you shop for a living Christmas tree this year, you can contribute in three ways:

1. Purchase any living Christmas tree, and Swansons will donate a native tree sapling to be planted by volunteers along Piper’s Creek in Carkeek Park to help restore the creek’s salmon habitat.

2. Purchase a living Christmas tree of any northwest native species from Swansons (marked with the salmon ornament) and after the holidays, you can plant your tree in your yard OR you can return your native tree to Swansons or Carkeek Park (by November 6, 2009), and it will be added to our restoration planting projects. 

3. Make a $5.00 donation, and Swansons will donate a native tree sapling to Carkeek's restoration planting project.  The donation comes with a Trees for Salmon gift ornament.
